
City Manager's Update 
August 4, 2023 

This Update will refer to the events since the date of the last Update of July 14th and is covering the 
updates and statistics for the month of July~ 

MARINA: 
• Marina usage for July 2023:

• The two derelict vessels that sank outside of the marina have been removed. 
• Construction of the new pram shed is underway. Please be aware that parking on the west 

side of the marina is limited and may be inaccessible during delivery of construction 
materials. 

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SERVICES DEPARTMENT: 
The Information Technology Services Department (a.k.a. "IT'') assists all City departments (our 
customers) in responding to the needs of the citizens by enabling City employees to quickly and 
securely access vital information through the use of technology and technical devices such as 
computers and mobile tablets. The IT Services Department is dedicated to providing the highest 
quality of service using the latest technology to create business partnerships, and in the 
development of team and individual strengths. 

On-Going IT Projects: 
• ERP (Enterprise Resource Program) - This capital improvement project is replacing the 

City's current core software system that provides programs for Permitting , Code 
Enforcement, Inspections, Utility Billing, Work Order, Fleet Maintenance, Facility 
Management and Asset Management. The new ERP system will also include a "311" 
service where citizens can submit their own service requests, complaints and inquires. 
There will also be an on-line payment portal for citizens to pay utility bills or marina slip 
fees. In addition, the on-line permitting module will allow a contractor or citizen to request 
a permit, submit their documents online and pay their fees through the system without 
needing to visit City Hall. City staff are currently working the implementation of these new 
systems. The permitting system is expected to go live in October of 2023, and both the 
utility billing and work order systems are planned for a go live by March of 2024. 

• Fiber Cable Audit - The City's has over 18 miles of its privately-owned fiber optics cabling 
that was installed at various stages over the past 25 years. The 
IT Services Department has contracted with a third-party vendor 
who is currently perform a physical inspection of the City's entire 
underground fiber optics cable infrastructure to determine the 
condition and location of all cabling. This inspection will help 

determine where repairs or replacements may be required, as well as assist in the decision 
making for future projects. The inspection should be completed by late summer of 2023. 



• Office 365 - IT Services staff have completed the conversion of the City's email to Office 
365. They are now working on the implementation of other Office 365 modules that will 
include Teams for meetings, SharePoint for document sharing , OneDrive for cloud data 
storage and using Microsoft Office Suite in the cloud for apps such as Word , Excel , etc. 
will be forthcoming . 

• Cybersecurity Monitoring - IT staff are currently implementing new systems and 
applications for the monitoring and detection of cyber intrusion threats. 

Future IT Projects: 
• Fiber Cabling Installation Projects - IT Services is working on several major 

underground fiber cabling installation projects that will connect additional City-owned 
facilities to the City's secure voice and data network infrastructure. This project work wi ll 
be implemented in phases over the next several years and will require design work, layout 
and installation of the miles of underground fiber cables. The purpose of this project is to 
connect all city facilities to the secure data network. 

• Public Wi-Fi Access - The City's IT Department is currently reviewing the infrastructure 
needs to provide public Wi-Fi Internet in various City Parks and 
facilities. This project would require new underground fiber 
cabling installations as well as new network equipment and 
wireless appliances to provide free Internet coverage. This 
project is currently funded by the American Rescue Act Plan 
(ARPA). Should Commission approve the funding , initial 
underground cabling work can begin as early as 2023 with public Wi-Fi being established 
in phases over the next several years. 

• New City Hall Security Cameras, Door Access Control and A/V Technologies - The 
new City Hall building has many new technologies that include surveillance cameras, 
controls for door access and conference rooms equipped with new audio & video systems. 
Once completed , IT Services staff and others will attend training on the administration 
aspect of the new system. 

CRA/ECONOMIC & HOUSING DEVELOPMENT 
Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) 

• Staff continues to address ongoing enhancements to the downtown, such as benches, signs, 
dumpster enclosures and landscaping. 

The Tampa Bay Market 
• The Market continues to be well attended . Summer hours will be Saturdays starting 10th June 

from 9:00am to 1 :00pm at Museum parking lot. 
Downtown Projects 

• Existing City Hall - staff is working with Public Works on the demolition of the old City Hall 
scheduled for this Fall . 

• New Parking Garage - Staff prepared updated estimate on the cost of this project and look for 
Commission direction. 

• Skinner Blvd Road Project- FOOT is expected to complete the design phase by the end of the year. 
Staff continues to work on coordinating all aspects of the project including obtaining a cost for 
undergrounding utilities. 

• Downtown Streetscape Pavers (Phase 1 on Main Street, by Casa-Tina's) Construction for this 
project started on July 5 and Work has stated and the Contractor is expected to complete the 
work by the end of October. 

• Ocean Optics Site - Staff met with owner of the property to hear thoughts on possible concepts. 
• Downtown Looper - Staff is working with Community Development Department on a Pilot for a 

Downtown Looper. 
Coca-Cola Site 

• Staff met with the new General Manger with Coca-Cola and will continue to work 
collaboratively to assisting in the transition. 



Marketing and Communications 
• Staff continues to meet with the Communications department to assist with promoting 

greater communication between citizen and business organizations. 
• Staff continues to work with several local businesses on commercial facade grants. To 

date seven commercial facade grants have been awarded. 
Patricia Corridor Project 

• Staff is working with Public Works to assist with managing some of the costs associated with 
the landscape median. 

Business Recruitment and Retention and Supports 
• Staff continues to meet with and assist the Chamber of Commerce, Dunedin Downtown 

Merchants Association (DDMA), and Visit Dunedin. 
• Staff continues to work with Pinellas County Economic Development (PCED) and attend the 

monthly Economic Development Partners meetings with leadership from the surrounding 
municipalities. 

• Staff continues to respond and to assist businesses to find available space in the business 
community. 

Affordable Housing 
• Staff continues to explore opportunities to create affordable housing and is working on a 

submission to the Florida Housing Finance Corporation (FHFC) for Low Income Tax Credit 
program for a proposed affordable housing project. 

• Staff continues to field calls from citizens seeking resources for affordable housing and other 
social services. 

Surplus Property 
• Staff has been reviewing several opportunities for property and will bring a recommendation to 

the City Manager. 

UTILITIES DEPARTMENT: 
Engineering Division: 
Utilities Section 

• Water Treatment Plant - Design-Build 
o The Water Treatment Plant (WTP) Refurbishment Project will rehabilitate/replace 

the existing 9.5 MGD treatment plant and ensure the ongoing production of high­
quality potable water to the City of Dunedin's residents and customers. The Water 
Plant experienced a fire that was contained, and fortunately did not result in an 
interruption in providing safe potable water to the residents of Dunedin. The damage 
is being repaired. 

o Fire restoration activities continued through the month of July. 
o The City has negotiated a final settlement with the original contractor to close out 

the contract. Warranty work on the paint and electrical wiring is ongoing. 
• Lift Station #20 & #32 Rebuild Projects 

o Both lift stations are undersized , prone to overflow during heavy rain events, and 
adjacent to waterways. The rebuild of these lift stations will be appropriately sized , 
provide emergency backup pumping, and reduce impacts on public waterway 
channels. 

o LS #32 - final bid package is complete, but approval from the State for the release 
of grant funds is pending. It is anticipated that construction cost will be greater than 
the engineers original estimate and will require an increased funding cap from 
FDEM. 

o Lift Station #20 - the construction contract was awarded by the Commission during 
their meeting of 3/21 /23 and executed . Pre-construction conference held and Notice 
to Proceed set for 6/05/2023, however the contractor reports 1-year lead time for 
electrical components that most likely will extend the contract time beyond the 270 



days. The contractor is submitting shop drawings and performing preliminary layout 
on the site. The City has approached FDEM for consideration of additional HMGP 
funding due to increased construction cost escalations. 

• Wastewater Lift Stations Electrical & SCADA System Upgrades 
o This project consists of upgrades to the electrical panels and controls at the 42 of 

City's lift stations (LS) in the wastewater collection system. All lift stations will be 
networked to a new Supervisory Controls and Data Acquisition (SCADA) system 
with central controls located at the wastewater treatment facility. 

o The contractor is continuing the submittal process and procurement of materials to 
be assembled and installed. 

o The contractor has notified the City of an additional supply chain delay of an 
electronic input card required for this project. However, partial deliveries of the order 
have begun arriving. 

• Wastewater Lift Station #20 Forcemain Replacement 
o This project will replace the aged forcemain serving Lift Station #20. The forcemain 

extends from Cottonwood Terrace along Solon Avenue west to CR 1 and continues 
south on the east side of CR-1 to the discharge into a manhole near Carefree Lane. 
Parallel to the portions of the forcemain replacement, the City installed a fiber optic 
line between the Public Services building, the new Emergency Operations Center 
and the Belcher Road Storage Facility. 

o The Fiber Optic project is 100% complete . 
o The contractor is submitting shop drawings and has surveyed the route for eminent 

underground installment of the FM. 
• Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) - Electrical & SCADA System Upgrades 

o This project includes the replacement of the majority of electrical equipment at the 
wastewater treatment facility. The industrial electrical equipment at the WWTP is 
more than 30 years in service, and maintenance has become difficult to perform, 
with parts being a challenge to acquire. Installation of this new equipment increases 
safety measures for operational and maintenance staff. 

o Bids were received . The bid prices exceeded the Engineering Opinion of Probable 
Cost. FDEP has included an additional $7.65M for the project to the FY23 SRF 
priority list. 

o In the revised bid packages, the replacement of the process control (SCADA) 
system for the wastewater treatment process will be bid separate from the main 
electrical replacement work in an attempt to receive more favorable bid prices for 
both elements of the work. 

• Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) - Chlorine Contact Chamber Rehabilitation & 
Cover 

o The City intends to rehabilitate the WWTP Chlorine Contact Chamber (CCC). Tank 
lining will be removed and replaced. Gates and valves will be rehabilitated and 
replaced as necessary. Covers and solar panels were also planned to be added to 
CCC to improve process efficiency and future chemical costs. 

o The City has contracted with a consultant to design the improvements. The initial 
design resulted in a construction cost estimate significantly in excess of the project 
budget. Staff worked with the consultant to rescope the project and materials of 
construction to meet both the project objectives and budget constraints. As a result 
of this effort, the covers and solar panels were removed from the project design and 
specifications to meet budget constraints. The consultant has submitted 100% plans 
and technical specifications. 

o The City is preparing contract documents for consideration of additional SRF 
funding and bidding in the near future. 



• Wastewater Pipe Lining & Manhole Lining Projects 
o These projects provide for the installation of liners for pipelines and manholes 

throughout the City to reduce and prevent inflow and infiltration (l&I) of groundwater 
and rainwater into the City's sanitary sewer collection system, thus reducing the 
potential for sanitary sewer overflows (SSOs) and treatment impacts at the 
Wastewater Treatment Plant. 

o FY23 Lining area has been generated and has been reviewed by the City Attorney 
for acceptance as "Piggyback" contract work. The presented contract was denied 
due to policy issues. Another compliant contract for piggyback is being researched . 

• Wastewater Forcemain Replacements Project 
o This project provides the design and installation of six (6) new PVC and/or HOPE 

forcemains (#1 , 2, 4, 10, 12A, & 17) with all valves, fittings, and appurtenances; and 
the abandonment of the existing forcemains. 

o Design of the forcemains is complete all permits have been approved. 
o TLC was awarded this work during the 4/18/23 Commission Work Session by 

utilizing a Piggyback award to TLC's contract with Pinellas County. Preconstruction 
meeting held and construction is expected to commence during the Sep 2023 with 
the replacement of LS 1 forcemain along Edgewater Drive. The sidewalk through 
the Hubbard Linear Park will be closed from Florida Av to Lynhurst St during 
construction. 

o LS 2 & 10 forcemains are being re-evaluated to minimize the impact of construction 
on downtown events and businesses. 

• Offsite Potable Water Storage Site Valve Replacement 
o This project provides for the replacement of in-ground valves, check valves, and fill 

valves at offsite Potable Water Storage sites. 
o A site visit has been conducted with a contractor to evaluate the project. 
o A quote has been provided via piggyback of a Pinellas County contract. The 

proposed work exceeds the existing budget. Funding opportunities are being 
investigated and with the project potentially being budgeted in FY24. 

• WWTP 10,000 Gallon On-site Diesel Fuel Tank 
o This project provides for the replacement of the diesel fuel storage for on-site 

generators located at the City's WWTP. The existing tank is reaching the end of its 
service life and should be replaced in the near future. 

o Engineering/WWTP staff are seeking sole source procurement to address the 
safety, design and location characteristics / constraints and possible options. 

• Wastewater Treatment Plant Outfall Piping Repair 
o The intent of this project is to improve the WVVTP's outfall system's reliability, 

redundancy and safety. 
o The project has been awarded a Legislative Appropriation ($400,000). Application 

for the grant is being prepared for FDEP to receive the funding for the project. 
• Water Production Well Facilities (Well 1) 

o This project provides for the rehabilitation of raw (potable) water wells, specifically 
Well #1 this fiscal year. The well , equipment and housing require rehabilitation to 
continue viable water production. 

o 100% design plans have been received. Bid documents are finalized for 
advertisement. 

o The proposed work is expected to exceed the existing budget should the project be 
advertised & bid. A contractor quote has been requested via "Piggyback" of a 
Pinellas County contract. The comparative "Piggyback" quote is being requested in 
an effort to meet budgets constraints. 



• Raw Water Transmission Line Pigging 
o This project provides for the cleaning of 9.8 miles of the raw water transmission lines 

for the City's wellfield. The accumulation of scale, silt, organic matter, etc. 
necessitate the pigging approximately every ten years to maintain flow, reduce 
system contaminants and limit pipe degradation. 

o A contractor quote has been received per the terms and conditions of a Pinellas 
County contract (piggyback). The Pinellas County contract was not deemed valid 
for piggyback contracting by the City attorney. Investigating other purchasing 
instruments to accomplish this work. 

New Construction 
• New City Hall 

o The New City Hall building houses the City's Commission, technical , financial , 
planning, billing, and administrative services. The new facility has already helped by 
streamlining City processes and making services for visitors, residents, and 
customers more convenient. 

o City staff occupied the building in mid-March 2023 as a result of a Temporary 
Certificate of Occupancy (TCO) which was issued to the contractor for the 
Administrative portions of the building. 

■ The Commission Chambers were officially utilized for the first time on 6/1 /23 
for Budget Workshop #1 ; with the 6/6/23 Commission Work Session to be 
held next. 

• Final Punch List items have been documented by City staff, the project 
Architect (Harvard Jolly), as well as the contractor, as Manhattan works 
towards Substantial Completion. 

■ The Grand Opening & Ribbon Cutting Event was held the evening of Friday, 
May 19, 2023; and was deemed by all in attendance to be a successful event. 

Roadway Section 
o Santa Barbara Brick Street 

o The project was awarded on February 21 st. to Evolution Contractor, of Clearwater 
FL. 

o Construction has commenced and the contractor is coordinating with impacted 
residents. 

o Water and sewer lines have been replaced . 
o Gutters and Driveway Aprons have been installed. 
o Work is approximately 50% complete. 

Drainage I Interdepartmental Support 
Brady Drive: DRMP, Inc. , (one of the City's General Engineering Consultants [GEC] firms) 
previously prepared a Preliminary Engineering Report (PER) to investigate elevating Brady Drive 
and conveyance alternatives where Jerry Branch passes under the road. The PER provided a 
preliminary cost estimate to improve the level of service (LOS) for Brady Dr., with staff selecting 
a 10-year LOS for design. The project design and permitting was assigned to DRMP, Inc., one of 
the City approved engineering contractors . 

o DRMP has submitted the 100% Plans. 
o Specifications have been finalized and reviewed by the City. 
o Bid documents are currently being prepared for August. 

• Pickleball Courts: The Parks Division is reviewing locations for additional Pickleball 
courts. Once a decision has been made regarding location and design of facilities , 
engineering will provide design and permitting support. 

• San Charles Drive Drainage Improvements: This drainage improvement project is 
slated for construction in FY23. The purpose of this project is to provide a roadway level of 
service (LOS), 10-year / 24-Hour, for the intersection of San Charles Drive and San Roy 
Drive South. The status of the project is as follows: 



o A title search was ordered and submitted to the City in February 2022. 
o Preparation of the construction plans is in process. 
o Plans were sent to utilities for review & comment. 
o Project has been delayed as a result of engineering vacancies. 

• Santa Barbara Drive Drainage Improvements: This drainage improvement project is 
slated for construction in FY24. The purpose of this project is to provide a roadway level of 
service (LOS), 10-year / 24-Hour, for Santa Barbara Drive, from 200 feet north of San 
Salvador Drive to Bueno Vista Drive South (approximately 1,800 feet) . The status of the 
project is as follows: 

o City staff is working with the architect for the property owner at 1768 Santa Barbara 
Drive to vacate an existing utility easement and coordinating with the property 
owner's surveyor to prepare a legal description for a new easement. 

o Construction plans are in preparation for the new outfall associated with the 
previously referenced address. This outfall will be up-sized as a part of the proposed 
drainage improvements for Santa Barbara Drive. 

o Preparation of the construction plans is in process. 
o Project has been delayed as a result of engineering vacancies. 

• Buena Vista Drive Drainage Improvements: This drainage improvement project is slated 
for construction in FY24. The purpose of this project is to provide a roadway level of service 
(LOS), 10-year / 24-Hour, for Buena Vista Drive from Mira Vista Drive to 600 feet northeast 
of Mira Vista Drive. 

o Preparation of construction plans is in process. 
o Project has been delayed as a result of engineering vacancies. 

• Downtown East End Plan (DEEP) - Mease Materials: This project is complete. 
• Gabions Drainage System Repair: 

o Pennoni Associates, Inc. is under contract (7/13/21) with the City to evaluate, 
prioritize and prepare construction plans for the repair of the gabions. 

o Approximately 900 ft. of gabions are to be designed and permitted for repair. The 
repairs proposed are located between Pinehurst Road, Jackmar Road , Patricia 
Avenue and ldlewild Drive South. 

o Survey by Pennoni has been completed with geotechnical testing by Tierra of the 
gabions and ditch. 

o 100% construction plans and environmental permit packages have been submitted , 
reviewed and approved by the City and regulatory agencies. 

o The bid is scheduled for August.

• The Transition Team for the Dunedin Golf Club continue to meet on a bi-weekly basis and 
are finalizing plans for capital improvement projects, hiring new personnel , contractual 
agreements, policies and rates, and a communications plan for both the transition and the 
course renovations. 

• A meeting with the DGC members was held on July 17th at the Dunedin Golf Club and a 
public meeting on July 24th at the Dunedin Community Center. Staff presented the 
transition to City operations, the restoration project, scope and timeline, food , beverage 
and banquet operations, accommodations for members during the construction process, 
rates for both memberships and daily fees upon reopening , and plans for a reopening 
celebration . 

• Continued to meet weekly with the architect and team of City staff to finalize the design 
for the Dunedin Golf Club restoration project to ensure the project stays on schedule. Staff 
met with the architect onsite to address plans for proper drainage on the course. 

• The evaluation team met on July 10th to evaluate the submittals to pre-qualify construction 
contractors. The team found all three submittals to be qualified for the project. 

• Finalized the scope of services for the Marina Master Plan and presented it to the Marina 
Advisory Committee in June. The scope was presented to the City Commission on July 
11 , 2023 and received consensus direction to move forward. The RFP was finalized with 
the assistance of Purchasing and will be advertised at the end of July. Responses will be 
due September 5, 2023. 

• The final piece of the Marina Rate Study was the implementation of revised rates for both 
liveaboard and commercial vessels. This was presented to and approved by the City 
Commission at their meeting on July 13, 2023. The new rates will take effect August 1, 
2023. 

• Staff worked with the Communications Department to develop a plan and priority schedule 
to develop Community Engage platform pages for the Dunedin Golf Club Restoration , 
Stirling Park Improvements, Pickleball Courts, Marina Master Plan, Highlander Aquatic 
Center, and Gladys Douglas Preserve Development. 
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• Continued to work with the staff at the Dunedin Library to finalize the design for the 
replacement playground. Developed project elements, layout and obtaining quotes. 

• Finalizing the Florida Communities Trust grant administration for the acquisition of the 
Gladys Douglas Preserve. Coordinated the approval and authorization with the State DEP 
and Pinellas County of the Dedication and Declaration of Restrictive Covenants and Quit 
Claim Deed. This was presented to and approved by the City Commission on July 25, 
2023. Staff is now working with Pinellas County to prepare the final Program Plan and 
request for reimbursement. 

• Staff met with the consultant, Chandler Thinks, who is working on the branding plan for 
the City of Dunedin to share our thoughts and viewpoints. 

• Staff compiled an inventory of the various veterans monuments, plaques and dedications 
located throughout the City of Dunedin. This report was presented to the US Military 
Veterans Advisory Committee at their meeting on July 5, 2023. 

Marketing: 
• Promotions and marketing materials completed for the Department's upcoming events, 

programs, and special announcements, including created graphics and design of flyers , 
posters, postcards, and promoted on the city website , social media platforms, and eNews. 
Promotions for this month included: Hometown USA Celebration event, Kids Theater 
performance, Luau Pool Party, Back to School Open House & Expo, Before & After School 
Programs, School's Out Play Is In Days & Holiday Camps, Cross Country, Golf Lessons, 
Recruitment for Recreation Leaders needed for Before & After School Programs, and 
various recreational programs and classes from each rec facility. 

• Created marketing materials and promoted our Before & After School Programs through 
postcards, flyers, local newspaper ads, eNews, social media platforms and website , as 
well as recruitment for Recreation Leaders to work during the program. 

• Advertised public meetings for the Dunedin Golf Club Course Restoration and the Stirling 
Park Improvements & Proposed Pickleball Court Location on the city website/Engage 
Platform, events calendar, and social media platforms. 

• Presented July as National Parks & Recreation Month during the July City Commission 
meeting, including a proclamation and video presentation. The video showcased the 
Department's programs and services incorporating this year's theme "Where Community 
Grows." Promotions were included in the local newspaper, on the city's social media 
platforms, and Dunedin e-news. 

• Completed final draft of the next Parks & Recreation Magazine (fall edition - September­
December). Prepared for printing and distribution. 

• Submitted an award application to the Florida Recreation & Park Association (FRPA) fo r 
our "Party Pooper Media Campaign ." This unique marketing campaign addressed the 
issue of increased fecal contamination in our city parks and Sprayground. It helped 
educate, bring awareness and understanding of the issue, as well as reminded the public 
how they can help keep our parks and facilities clean by being responsible patrons and 
pet owners. The City of Dunedin was chosen as the winner in the Public Relations-Media 
category and will accept the award during the annual FRPA Conference in Orlando this 
August. 

• Completed weekly e-news bulletins for the Hale Senior Activity Center and a monthly e­
news bulletin for the Parks & Rec Department. Additionally, multiple stories were included 
in the City's weekly DunediNEWS bulletin and Insights to promote our programs, classes, 
and events. 
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• Continued work on the city's new website development, reviewing, editing and adding 
content, creating user-friendly URLs, updating information, and making preparations to 
launch in the fall. 

Special Events: 
• Kiwanis Midnight run had 861 registered runners. 
• Patriotic Golf Cart Parade hosted by Dunedin Goes Carting was on July 3. There were 

324 golf carts registered . People lined the streets of the route, and they ended at the 
Hometown USA event. 

• Hometown USA was held on July 3. The stadium was packed . We had Field of Dreams 
playing on the big screen , music by Modern Measure Band , face painting by Fancy Nancy, 
family games courtesy of the Blue Jays, and a 20-minute fireworks show by Explosive 
Touch. It was a great turn out and everyone enjoyed the show!
